3.1. About Ukraine

Unit 3 contains two versions of a slide show (3.2 and 3.3) giving basic
information on Ukraine’s location in Europe, state emblems, neighbouring
countries and principal cities. The two slide shows are intended for use in
different ways. Users of the resources need to have some knowledge of the
alphabet and sounds of Ukrainian, which can be accessed at:

Slide Show 3.2: Reading
The slides (in ppt format), contain illustrations and straightforward Ukrainian
text (A1 level). Whether you are an independent learner or a teacher, you can
obtain maximum benefit from the resource as follows:

« click on each slide to show the illustration and the Ukrainian text;

e try to read and understand (or get your students to read and

understand) the Ukrainian text accompanying each slide;
» click on the next slide to show the English meaning;
e vocabulary used in the resource is given below.

Slide Show 3.3: Listening and Speaking
This version of the slides, contains illustrations only, and is intended for use
primarily in class, with the guidance of a teacher. The resource may be used
in a number of different ways, for example:
« the students listen to the text (read out by the teacher) as the slides
are shown,;
« the slides are shown to the students one by one and are used to elicit
spoken Ukrainian, either just words (A1) or simple sentences (A2).
