The strong
focus on language provision reflects the government’s strategic commitment
to redressing deficits in language training in UK higher education and is
based on the premise that researchers and specialists of a particular region
cannot operate effectively in their sphere without a high degree of language
competence.

The CEELBAS Language Repository hosts a wide range of language teaching
materials (for Bulgarian, Croatian, Czech, Estonian, Finnish, Hungarian,
Polish, Romanian, Russian, Serbian, Slovak and Ukrainian). It also reflects
other types of language activity undertaken by teachers and researchers
from CEELBAS partner institutions, including articles, presentations,



seminars, workshop and conference materials, online resources supporting
course design and fieldwork guides.
